Teaching certificate requirements 

If you are not certified as a teacher in Arizona, you will be required to: 

 Complete two courses in Structured English Immersion. If you take LRC 516 and LRC 517 

at The University of Arizona, the first course will count as an elective in your Master’s 

program. You can also take the online SEI courses through UA South (LCEV 508 and 516) 

to meet this requirement. 
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 Take an Arizona/U.S. Constitution course within three years of obtaining your initial 

certificate. 

 Take and pass the AEPA Elementary Professional Knowledge exam in Elementary 

Education (91). If you are earning certification in visual impairment and are not earning a 

master’s degree, you must also take the Special Education Exam in Visually Impaired (32) 

 

Upon completion of your program, you will apply for an Institutional Recommendation.
